Participants will share their experiences, uses, results and
possibilities with artificial intelligence. Collectively, ideas will
emerge for exploiting Al in the Arts and Crafts in other ways
than those tested to date, for experimental or exploratory
purposes. technical innovation, new creative horizons,
decision-making, relief from repetitive or superfluous tasks?

In the MOSAIC focus groups, craft companies mainly
associated Al with robotics or technical/mechanical/
automatic applications. We propose to open up the debate
on artificial intelligence to other fields that concern other
aspects of craft enterprises, whether entrepreneurial and
managerial, or design-related.

The Arts and Crafts, with their varied forms, meet a multitude
of needs through production or service. Innovations
and changes - economic, social, cultural, environmental,
technological - are driving new dynamics in the market, with
a conversion of practices in the Arts and Crafts on the one
hand, and changing consumer practices on the other. This
round table explores the changes observed by customer-
facing professionals, from practitioners to specifiers and
distributors.

New consumer trends shape production, as new production
shapes new trends. These vary, for example, according to
materials (from light to dark wood), ideological discourses
(from Arts and Crafts as an art of living and the intelligence
of the hand to that of a vector of innovation and modernity),
uses (from lighting to seating) and movements (from
minimalism to maximalism). Deepening the nuances of
these new trends, the redefinition of the perceived value of
handcrafted products by changing consumer expectations,
new market dynamics, new ways of establishing customer
relationships, nhew marketing approaches will be at the
heart of this round table. In this way, an outline of the
responses to the challenges of changing consumer habits
and the opportunities they offer will be presented.
